Is @ik-$show
genre analytical or fiction-publicistic? The autt®response
to the conflicting opinions among scholars to date
expressed. The difference between the genre oshalks and
TV shows and reality shows is also discussed.
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INTRODUCTION

It's no secret that talk show programs attracthmg dttention of
the audience have been active on the screens a@kisthn and
Karakalpakstan TV channels since 2000, the expezieof
producers has increased a little, and several tgp¢alk shows
have appeared.

What is a talk show? What genre group does a tatkvs
belong to? What are the characteristics of a tadkv®

The term “talk show” is derived from the Englismdmage
and is composed of the words talk (to speak), sf{towvatch).
That is, it means a program based on free commiionca
conflict of ideas. The emergence of live, intenaetprograms
like talk shows on the screen has raised the lef/étlevision
programs to the higher level of modern televislamparticular, it
provides naturalness of live conversations and pluaifis.
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A group of Russian scientists say that “Talk shdwaats the
audience not as a genre, but by the developmettteofart of
conversation,” the activation of the civic views dhe
participants,” and Orson Welles, one of the greéafeserican
film directors, draws the attention of researctzard practitioners
to this. He also focuses on the strange featur¢hefgenre:
“Telegenetics” and emphasizes that “talk programes'e
somewhat natural and “legitimate,” the only “pusdevision”
genre without admixture of other genf&sl69]".

Uzbek researchers say that:“Talk show is a direct
communication between interlocutors, relationshgze-to-face
situation in the studio.” In this, they will havieet opportunity to
have a good conversatito see and hear each other. Non-literal
behavior (hand movements, frowningjlated pupils, grinning,
frowning, raising the voice, logical accents in tieading text,
sarcastic tone in the voice, etc.) also serve fwess thoughts
[2,153]". Also, they mention the psychological ahiblogical
condition of the participants in the process.

However, some scholars claim that the talk showregen
belongs to the analytical genre, and at the same tther
scholars emphasize that this format belongs to dHestic-
journalistic genre. Scientist, A. Karimov, in higticle entitled
“Recreational programs on non-state channels” sdyse
entertainment function of television is usually fpemed by
artistic and journalistic genres.And talk shows obgl to
analytical genres." And cites the following opiniarf the
Russian scientist V. L. Tsvik: “Talk shows appeaoedthe basis
of ordinary conversation and became an indepengkemte that
combines the features of analytical and artistichgistic genres
[3,154].” He continued: “... talk shows have charast&es of
both genre groups. They can analyze problems @nmtaiic topic,
perform songs or conduct a program with humor.”

Some experts call programs devoted to the analysia
serious topic as talk shows, music, art-relatedganms, and
programs with a high entertainment function as Téves, and
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“talk show” is included in analytical, and “telestib artistic-
publicistic genres. They say that the TV show haomewhat
high recreational quality [4].

Currently, the concept of a reality show has eutere
television practice and science. In Uzbekistan, akilov
defended his doctoral thesis (DSc) on the topicctBation as a
global legitimacy of modern television journalismational and
international experience” [5,85]. Reality showsfaliffrom TV
shows and talk shows in that they are based oh &mnd reality,
that is, events in social life are prepared as thmy; without
being organized, without artificial coloring. Thisthe essence of
the reality show.

We want to continue this idea and say that it ddpem the
goal that the journalist has set for himself. listnecessary to
prepare a talk show on a socio-political topic ttee purpose of
journalism, then it can be included in the anabftigenre.If it is
prepared in the entertainment direction, it cannisuded in the
group of artistic-journalistic genres. After alh i talk show
prepared in a socio-political, economic directidiscussion and
debates within the topic are the main plan. Theerémning
feature prevails in entertainment shows.

According to experts: “A talk show combines thenabats of
an interview, a debate, a game, and revolves arthmdhost of
the show. It's a highly personalized form of disp|é,198].”

RESULTS

Of course, talk shows are held on various topicth warious
experts. This puts a great responsibility on thet.h®herefore,
we considered it permissible to dwell on this. Alleld host
brings the program to the level of a real talk show

Talk show is one of the popular genres in TV jolisma of
all CIS countries.

When we analyzed the research object, we obsenadls
political, economic, cultural-educational talk shlowand
intellectual talk shows, partially reality show grams.

The first manifestations of the intellectual taos/ began to
appear after the 60s. Later, programs for youngleeand adults
were prepared.

This is a children’s show, the purpose of whicloiincrease
the knowledge of the viewer, to sharpen his tademwt to develop
his ability to think logically. For example, in thghow “Kim
epshil, kimshagkan” a sports competition is orgatizamong
children of kindergarten age in a small hall. Th@ning team
will receive souvenirs from the sponsors. It keegsldren
healthy and at the same time increases their siténesports.
“Oylan, izlen, tap” show is intended for childrehsethool age, in
which the students, who enter the competition ia groups, are
asked questions in the field of science.

“Knowledge  ring,”™Zeyin,™Intellect-show,”™Tez  top”
programs are targeted to children. Among them, ahdience
plays with the youth team in the “Knowledge Rindfbs. That
is, the audience question is asked to the partitipaf the talk
show. some questions are brought in a box. It régime of
“Pole chudes” on Russian TV. For adults, the “Saatset night”
program was organized, in which talented artistdope live
songs based on the requests received on the teldgraaddress
of the show. This program is the most requestedrpro on the
Karakalpakstan TV channel.

For example, 3129 viewers gave feedback and sgoests
for the issue of November 2022. Such talk showsregalarly
broadcast not only on the state TV channel, bub als the
existing non-state TV channels of the Republic
Karakalpakstan “JaslarTV,"ATV” of Amudaryo disttic'ETV”
of Ellikkala district, “TTV” of Tortkol district.

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Karakalpakstan TV channels also have some redlibws
programs. For example, “School of Brides” is ongh@#@m. She
teaches future brides how to do housework and lwovespect
elders. The show is full of real-life scenes amtglso it can be
classified as a reality show. A reality show shahesrealities of
life without being staged. We will continue in owpinion
without deviating from the topic.

“These intellectual games teach you to think freahd
independently and to express your thoughts fully elearly. In
order to maintain the rating of any show, it is essary to
constantly improve and introduce innovations. Theimm
requirement for any talk show is interactivity, deb and
conflict. Unlike shows of other directions, debabesshows in
the form of an intellectual game are civilized which acquired
knowledge, long-term knowledge and worldview take a
important placg6,107].”

Researcher, Peter Winterhoff-Spurk, in his book,
“Mediapsychology. Basic Principles”, wrote that:'Wadays,
traditional entertainment programs have grown imge forms of
programming, many of which are entertainment inuret
[8,268].”

The first broadcasts on the “Qarakalpakstan” TVhclehwere
organized in the form of roundtable discussionsatfio-political
programs. Later, after the 2000s, it reached thel lef a real talk
show. For example, such shows as “Munosabat,™Eikin’
“Diydar Shirin” are among them. Even in foreign nties, for
example, the talk show genre, which appeared on rikare
television in the 1960s, gained popularity in tH@80ds and in
general in the 20th century. Not only in Americat &lso in other
Western countries, especially in the Russian masdian first
appeared on TV, then on radéj.

Preparation of the program at the level of a tatiovs
depends on several factors, that is, in order tmnconicate
closely with the audience representatives, its tilgninterests
should be studied, it should have sufficient infation within
the topic, and the respondents should not be disttain
expressing their opinions during the program.
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Also, the vocabulary of the participants, the fidllivery of
their thoughts, etc. are also taken into accouny #alk show in
which the participants are not active will not netgt the audience
or the participants who visit the studit0,101].In fact, one of
the main features of the talk show is to ensureatiizity of the
participants. This “passivity” does not raise thegrsam to the
level of a talk show if the studio cannot fully esthe guests
during the show. It is desirable to establish comication with
the audience on television, where technical pdgsisi have
been created. It can take different forms: phonbs,caext
messages, Telegram messenger messages (Telegraengess
is effectively used in Uzbekistan and Karakalpaksta

The show is usually well attended. This is one loé t
peculiarities of the talk show. Retaining the ande itself
requires great skill. This job requires more actsiglls than
journalistic skills. It is important not to losegiiance at all times:
if in the answer there are phrases that affect sagie honor,
one should not leave it unanswered. Such expressiead to be
explained or objected to by the initiator in time.

If the host has thought out his tactics in advafamjliarized
himself with the opinions of the future interloctg@nd was able
to imagine in advance the possible aspects of ¢lreldpment of
the expected debate know that this show will be wlarp. The
main condition of such shows is to get as deepoasilple into
the problem. The leader controls the actual timeefich of the
participants. Its task is not to “lose the topia6t to let the
participants move away from the topic of the depate to lose
the heat and interest between the participantgusecthis is the
basis of the show.

The host himself does not take part in the delddes not
take the side of any interlocutor. Of course, he te right to
object or interrupt someone’s question. All of these unique,
important aspects of running a show. In any situatihe host
must be able to think quickly, be intelligent, aatdche same time
be cheerful and communicative. Also, he shouldtenall the
guests to the studio to a conversation as muclossipe.

No matter how simple the leading role may seem, the

participation of one or another famous journalisimpletely
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changes the character of the television show. ®heof anchor
for a young journalist is not very suitable. Acdogito experts,
any warning from his mouth (even considering theetiand
interrupting the participant’s speech) looks likisrespect for
adults [11,134-136].

One of the peculiarities of the talk show genre “is
distinguished from other analytical genres basedlialogue by
the serious development of the script and its tseiecution
[12,154].”

In the script, the questions that will be askedirdurthe
show, the video that will be given within the topimder
discussion, after which interviewer will be shovemd the time
when the next character will be invited to the giushould be
reflected in detail.

“In addition to debates, talk shows include intews,
conversations, games, question-and-answer sessaoas,live
conversations with those sitting in the studio. rEh@e no limits
to the talk show genre. It is possible to freelye ukeater
performances, film footage, the power and oppotyurii artists,
music and other elements desired by the autho29]3, So,
taking these aspects into account, it is apprapii@atrecognize
talk show as a synthetic genre, unlike debate.

“The main requirement for any talk show is intenaty,
debate and controversy. In contrast to shows dratiirections,
debates in shows in the form of intellectual gamescivilized,
in which acquired knowledge, long-term knowledged an
worldview take an important place [14,107].”

True, not all shows could be considered as talkvsha\ll
the guests who visited the studio (hero of the shexperts,
specialists, guest-participants) should activelstipipate in the
talk show.

The communication process on Karakalpakstan tetevis
mainly manifested in intellectual talk shows and sroal
entertainment programs. Intellectual programs drgreat help
in increasing the potential of young people in ipatar. Of
course, for those who seek knowledge, reading eaching is a
daily need. But preparing the teams for broadcgstnring
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training sessions is one of the main tasks of todyxrers of the
show.

DiscussIioN

Recently, a new approach to talk shows has been @esome
TV channels in Uzbekistan. For example, in the “Arkihan

Umarov Show,” which is shown on the “MY5” TV chamnte

But this kind of reference talk show is not founa o
Karakalpakstan television channels, which is thgabof our
research.

In the talk show, invited experts, studio audience
television viewers express their opinions directignd
indirectly[16].
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Also, the talk show, considered a conversationareeis
divided into television and radio talk shows basadhe medium
of transmission. The difference between them ig thhile
television has a picture, radio has sound.

The differences between programs of the talk shemrayon
radio and television are related to the peculesitiof
telecommunication (its visualization) and radio commication
(lack of visualization), that is, they are primgrilelated to the
specific characteristics of perception. Broadcastioy the
addressee: television broadcasting is directedhéo @udience
(audiovisual perception), while radio broadcasiimglirected to
the audience (auditory perception). Based on expeginion,
the most important difference is related to thenade defining
the participants of the situation [2,153].

All TV shows are prepared for the audience, thetsstnbe
participants in the studio (as a rule, several dphzgualified and,
of course, there must be relevant specialists. Ehthe golden
rule of talk shows.

CONCLUSION

It can be said that “talk shows” have a great fitom television.
Author programs built on the principles of this gerbegin to
appear on the screens more often and in large wsuBased on
the experiences of our country and western tel@visompanies,
such programs will become a daily occurrence. @ilyeone of
the most important issues is a deep and detailalysas of the
vast experience of preparing and conducting “taldnograms”
not only in our country, but also abroad.

The producers and hosts of these programs areffeoedi
and so dissimilar that it is necessary to study amalyze their
experiences separately. In the process of leariting,better to
pay attention to studying the style of the prograis,concept,
behavioral characteristics of the host, the origyaof the
anchorman, his journalistic and screen image. Yaun study,
analyze, compare, but copying is against the laecaBse the
best copy of the original may not produce the tesgdu expect.
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Analysis shows that reality shows have a highewership
than broadcast talk shows. This can be explaineithéyact that
the recreational function of television is comingthe fore. Like
the central TV channels, the audience would havpyed
watching the programs in their native languagéhé talk show
and reality show programs prepared in the gentalloshow and
reality show were prepared in modern decorations.
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
